GLP-1 is a naturally occurring hormone in the body
that works with the pancreas to release insulin to

keep leOO‘ glMCDSQ (blood sugar) in balance.

If you have type 2 diabetes, your body may not
be responding to GLP-1 properly, and your blood
glucose can get too high.

In people with type 2 diabetes,
other body parts like the liver
and the gut can be affected by
how GLP-1 and the pancreas
work together to manage
blood glucose.
